Your animal DOES NOT have
to be registered with NASMA to compete. However, Amateur and Novice Amateur exhibitors must present a current
NASMA Amateur card and show a NASMA registered animal in their name or immediate family members' name.

Novice Amateur Eligibility: Every person exhibiting in a NASMA Novice Amateur class must possess a NASMA Novice
Amateur card. Novice exhibitors may enter Amateur, Open, Junior and or Senior classes while still remaining eligible
for Novice classes. Novice exhibitors cannot have earned 10 or more performance points in any NASMA class. Halter
classes do not count against eligibility.

Once Novice status has been granted, an individual will remain a Novice until he or she has earned 40 Novice Amateur or 10
regular points at which time he or she will retain Novice status through the end of the current calendar year.
